Legacy Statement: 

This award is given to Bridger Ski Foundation-Nordic athletes due to the kindness 
and generosity of Hal Stanley. Hal is an avid nordic skier who contributes both time 
and funds to BSF. His hope is that BSF will produce high-caliber nordic ski racers 
and responsible citizens. 

 

Scholarship Awards: 

The intent of this award is to recognize Bridger Ski Foundation-Nordic athletes for 
excellence in commitment to the BSF-Nordic ski program; for consistency of 
participation in nordic skiing; for citizenship and involvement in school and 
community; for academic achievement; for team spirit; and for respect of fellow 
teammates, coaches and parents. 

A total of up to $2,000 may be awarded as follows:                                                
J1/OJ- $1,000, J2 -$600, J3-$400. 

The award can be used for the payment of program fees. The award can be given 
to more than one skier in each age group.  For example, two J1/OJ skiers could be 
awarded $500 each. 

 

Initial Eligibility- The Athlete Must: 

A. Be a BSF-Nordic skier. 
 
B. Submit the completed BSF-Nordic Achievement award application form. 
 
C. Submit two letters of recommendation.  One letter must be from a teacher. 

The other letter may be from anyone other than a relative of the athlete. 
 

D. Write an essay of 500 words or less describing how participation  
in nordic skiing has led to success in other areas of your life. 

 



Criteria for Selection: 

The committee will give priority to students who through their participation in BSF-
Nordic demonstrate the citizenship, scholarship, character, leadership, dependability 
and the self-motivation necessary to be successful members of our community. 

 

Selection Committee and process: 

 

1. Applications must be submitted to the BSF-Nordic committee Chairperson, 
Neil Westesen, by October 15, 2007. 

 
 

2. The selection committee will be made up of three people from within BSF- 
Nordic who do not have children actively involved in the program. 

 
 
3. The selected athletes will be notified by mail no later than November 1,
